●​ Registrar/Administrator (Tom Wassmund):   

○​ Nothing to report 

●​ Budget Director (Tom Johnson): 

○​ The budget is good.  

○​ Registration is a little down.  

○​ Cash is good and expenditures are on track. 

○​ Lots of tournaments are being canceled and new ones rescheduled. This is a huge 

hassle. 

●​ Junior Gold Director (Chad Rediske): 

○​ .JG season starts tonight with JG16 and JGB both having away games.  We 
currently have 28 skaters and 3 goalies.  Waivers have been completed on all but 2 
(3 from Stillwater, 2 from Prescott, and 4 from Woodbury) - waiting on 1 from 
Stillwater and 1 from Woodbury. 
 

○​ Side question:   We have one player not registered yet, Zac Devaan, who is currently 
injured.  Per the family, the doctors will give him clearance to play starting in January.  
The injury is a head injury and it's possible that he may not get clearance.  Because 
he will miss the first third of the season for sure - can we offer a reduced player fee 
for the family? 
 
Reasons why I support this:  there are currently 13 skaters on JGB (Zac would be on 
JGB), an extra body would really help especially later in the season. 
  The Devaan's have put 3 kids through CGHA, Mike has been a JG coach even 
when his kids were not playing JG. 
   They are taking a risk as one good hit may end his hockey days and they would 
still be on the hook for the registration.  They would need to register him before they 
get clearance from the doctors (to ensure he is able to get in, they would need to 
have him signed up by 12/15). 
 

○​ My request would be $500 off their registration (just over a third of the registration 
cost). 

○​ Have him fill out a financial form and it will be taken care of through that.
