Home Game Checklist

Rotation:
· Make sure there are 4 to 5 parent volunteers for game duties.  The parent volunteers will include:
· 1 score keeper
· 1 clock runner
· 1 music player – optional. Small teams: score keeper or clock runner can play music so only 4 people are needed (your choice)
· 2 penalty box attendants - 1 Home and 1 Away.

Before the game:
· Get IPAD to score keeper to set up game in GameSheet app. How to use the app is provided on the WAHA website:  www.wahahockey.com/page/show/8265901-gamesheet

IPADS will be stored in a location TBD.  

· If you are unable to use the GameSheet app, games will be scored using the paper score sheets.  Please complete the following steps for the paper score sheet:
· Place roster stickers on the score sheet for the home team.
· Have the visiting team’s Manager place roster stickers on the score sheet.
· Complete the required information on the score sheet during the course of the game.
· Make sure there are pucks and bags of ice in the puck cooler by the scorekeeping area.
· Make sure the iPod is down by the score clock. 
· Give clickers to the penalty box attendants to keep track of shots on goal. Clickers are kept in the cabinet in the score box

Game:
· Squirts
· 12-minute periods
· 2 minutes in between periods
· Peewees & Bantams
· 15-minute periods
· 2 minutes in between periods

After the game:
· Games Scored on GameSheet:  After the game is done, have the coaches and refs sign the score book in GameSheet.  Once completed, pay the ref and put the IPAD away.   
· Games Scored on Paper Score Sheet:  Make sure the Referees, Head Coaches and Score Keepers have signed the score sheet.  Pay the referees and have them sign the receipt book. Divide up the score sheets as follows:
· Home Manager – yellow copy
· Visiting Manager – pink copy
· Save remaining paper copies until the game has been added and finalized in GameSheet at a future date.
