Club Dues & Expenses Information 

For each category or level in our club, we budget for 12 players per team, and have divided all costs for the season 
to be shared equally by all club members in each portion of the club. Fees for participation in our club are listed 
below. These fees include uniforms, practices, coaches’ salaries, equipment, coaching supplies, gym rental, 
overhead, tournament entry fees, team and individual photos, postage, copying, and internet. This also includes 
transportation and lodging for coaches to travel tournaments. 
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U14-18 parents must secure hotel accommodations for their players for travel outside of the Puget Sound Region 
(Border Smackdown; Spokane) – the club works with hotels to create a block so they can stay in the same hotel. 
The hotel block and tournament information for Spokane will be shared with the families at an early convenience for 
travel planning.  

During the club registration process, you will have the option of paying the full season in advance or choosing an 
installment plan. There is a discount for paying the entire season at once as well as a sibling discount. A Welcome 
Email with club registration details will be sent within 5-7 days after tryouts.
