East Ridge Tennis Sportsmanship Policy
1. I will avoid using profanity, hitting or dropping my racquet, striking balls in anger, or violating the MSHSL Code in any way.

2. If I am given a code penalty (point, game, match), I will accept these penalties graciously with no back talk.

3. I will not challenge an opponent with words or body language after bad line calls or with any other form of inappropriate behavior.  If there is a problem, I will consult with my coach or an umpire.  If neither is available, I will continue to play and will manage my emotions and actions.

4. I will shake my opponent’s hand and congratulate him after the match, no matter what the score, or how poorly he has behaved.  If I see the other team’s coach, I will shake his or her hand as well, especially before and possibly after the meet.

5. I will always call lines correctly and never retaliate for bad line calls by my opponent.  I realize that I must be 100% certain on every call, or if my partner disagrees, I will correct the call in my opponent’s favor.

6. I will congratulate my opponent for outstanding shots.  Clapping one hand together with my racquet face is one quiet, yet classy way of doing this.  When an opponent, coach, or partner congratulates me; I will acknowledge that praise with “thanks” or a smile.
7. I will support my teammates when I am not playing my own match.  I will do this by watching and cheering for East Ridge.
