How to record Goals on the Scoresheet
-Goal No. = Preprinted on the Sheet
-PER = Period in which goal is scored 1, 2, 3, OT or SO
-Time = time on the clock when the goal was reported by the referee
-Goal  “G” = Player # that scored as reported by the referee
-Assist = Player # that assisted as reported – up to 2 – Could be NONE
-Type = ES-even strength, PP-power play, SH-short handed, PS- penalty shot
----------Draw a horizontal line at the end of each period.-----------

HOME VISITOR

If the game goes to RUNNING CLOCK – the time of a Goal or Penalty is when 
the referee reports that goal or penalty to the scorekeeper.  The timekeeper 
can momentarily stop the clock at that time to enter the goal or penalty on 
the clock.  The clock restarts as soon as the clock is set.

HOME VISITOR

Only Minor and Major penalties are put on the scoreboard.  
Misconduct and Game Misconduct do not go on the scoreboard, 
only on the scoresheet.  Timekeeper and Scorekeeper must work 
together to ensure players serve the correct amount of time.  
Misconducts require a stoppage of play / Whistle before the player 
can leave the penalty box.
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End of Game Scoring – Top Center

- Enter the TOTAL Goals Scored at the 
end of the game for each team.
