• Practices: 1-2 per week starting in May for 60-90 minutes
• Games: 1 per week on Wednesday starting in May for 90 minutes, 7-innings or run rule, arrive 1 hour before game
• Location: Waubesa Intermediate School and surrounding communities
• Ball Size: 11”
• Pitching: Player / Coach Pitch
• Batting: Continuous, 3 outs or 4 run rule
• Field Play: Maximum of 1 inning per position
• Infield vs. Outfield: Equal
• Playing Time: Equal
• Required Equipment: Glove (10” – 11”), Cleats (No Metal), Fielder’s Mask, Uniform, Navy Blue Long Softball Socks, Grey Softball
